The Arizona Department of Insurance and Financial Institutions (“Department”) has
received evidence that JBM SERVICES, LLC (“Respondent”) violated provisions of
Title 20, Arizona Revised Statutes (“A.R.S.”). Respondent wishes to resolve this matter
without the commencement of formal proceedings, and admits the following Findings of
Fact are true, and consents to the entry of the following Conclusions of Law and Order.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Respondent is, and was at all material times, licensed as an Arizona resident
insurance producer, National Producer Number 19163116, with lines of authority in
Accident and Health or Sickness, Casualty, Life, Personal Lines and Property insurance.
The Department licensed Respondent on May 7, 2019. Respondent’s license is scheduled to
expire on May 31, 2023.

2. Respondent’s business and mailing address of record with the Department is
14631 N. Cave Creek Road, Suite 103, Phoenix, Arizona 85022. Respondent’s business

email address of record with the Department is johnmccormick@allstate.com.
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3. Respondent is a legally formed limited liability company that is currently in
good standing with the Arizona Corporation Commission. Respondent’s statutory agent
and sole member is John Brian McCormick (“McCormick”).

4. McCormick is the Designated Responsible Licensed Producer for Respondent.
McCormick was licensed as an Arizona resident insurance producer, National Producer

Number 13226766. The Department first licensed McCormick on February 26, 2009.

McCormick’s license expired on October 31, 2020.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

5. The Director has jurisdiction over this matter.

6. Respondent’s conduct, as described above, constitutes a violation of Title 20
or any rule, subpoena or order of the Director, within the meaning of AR.S. § 20-
295(A)(2).

7. Respondent’s conduct, as described above, constitutes failing to have a
designated individually licensed insurance producer responsible for the business entity’s
compliance with the insurance laws of this state within the meaning of A.R.S. § 20-
285(C)(3).
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ORDER
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:
Respondent’s resident insurance producer license, NPN 19163116, is revoked,
effective immediately upon entry of this Order.

Respondent acknowledges that the acceptance of this Consent Order by the
Director is solely to settle the matter against them and does not preclude any other agency,
officer, or subdivision of this state including the Department, from instituting civil or
criminal proceedings as may be appropriate now or in the future not related to this matter.

7. Respondent acknowledges that this Consent Order is an administrative action
that the Department will report to the National Association of Insurance Commissioners
(NAIC). Respondent further acknowledges that they must report this administrative action
to any and all states in which they hold an insurance license and must disclose this

administrative action on any license application.
