ARS § 20-893 
 
On or before June 1 of each year, each association and order should: 
 
1. Complete this form. 
 
2. File a true and complete statement of its statutory financial condition, transactions and affairs for the 

preceding calendar year, audited by an independent certified public accountant. 
 
3. File an actuarial memorandum issued by a qualified actuary pursuant to ARS § 20-696.04. 
 
4. Send the filing documents to financialfilings@difi.az.gov. 

 
5. Mail the $300.00 check along with a copy of the completed Form E-MAAA to:
