 Below are procedures for Board Execu�ve Session by video/phone access (when applicable): 
 ATA Board Chair calls for a mo�on to enter into Execu�ve Session, then 2nd mo�on. An affirma�ve vote shall result in the 
 following procedures: 
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 The mee�ng facilitator will set up a virtual breakout room within the main Google mee�ng for the Execu�ve Session. 
 When the Execu�ve Session is called for, the facilitator will manually move all required board members and designees 
 into the breakout room. When the Execu�ve Session has ended, the Board Chair calls for a mo�on to conclude and enter 
 back into open session then the mee�ng facilitator will migrate members back for the conclusion of the main mee�ng.
